The purpose of Homework Club is to provide students with a quiet, structured setting in which to complete daily homework assignments and to work on long-term projects.  Students will have the opportunity to use school computers for word processing and electronic research while they are at Homework Club.  Several middle school teachers have agreed to supervise the club.  At least two teachers will be on duty on any given day.  While they will not provide direct tutoring, they will be available to answer general questions and to help students with organizational issues.  High school students may also be available to tutor periodically.
The Homework Club will run from 2:45 – 4:00 each day.  In order for students to participate, they must have transportation home at 4:00 or take the late bus home at 4:10, as teacher supervision will end at that time.  Students may stay for part or all of each session.  However, if a student is leaving before 4:00, he or she will need a note from home specifying departure time.  Please be advised that students are expected to conform to all standards of the NFMS Conduct Code while in Homework Club.  Failure to do so will result in their loss of eligibility for the club for the remainder of the session and may jeopardize their participation in subsequent sessions.

If you would like to have your son or daughter participate in Homework Club, please complete and return the attached form as soon as possible.  The one-time-per-year $35.00 middle school activity fee will need to be paid at the time of enrollment, if the fee has not already been paid for another extra-curricular activity this year.  (If your son or daughter was signed up for the first session, you do not need to send in another form, but you do need to call Barbara Schwalbe at 312-5886 and let her know if your child is continuing.)  If you are not sure whether your child would benefit from participation, please consult his/her team leader or guidance counselor.
